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Botley School Parent Governor
Questions and Answers


Q: What is the length of term for a parent governor? 
A: Governors are appointed for a period of 4 years. 

Q: How much time does a parent governor need to commit to the role? 
A: There are always things that a parent governor can get involved in but as a minimum the Full Governing Board meets 6 times a year. Each meeting lasts 2 hours and is usually held on a weekday evening. Preparation for the meeting involves several hours of reading papers etc. There may be other sub-committees. These sub-committees require a similar commitment of time. In addition to these meetings governors are expected to support staff with visiting the school three times per year as part of our Governor Visit Days. 

Q: What is the current makeup of Botley’s Governing Board?

Q: Are there any eligibility criteria for individuals seeking to become a parent governor? 
A: To become a parent governor you must firstly have a child attending Botley School. They can be at any stage of their education from Nursery to Year 6. In addition, the statutory guidance that underpins governing bodies of maintained schools stipulates criteria for acceptance or rejection of school governors in general, and parent governors in particular. If you wish to nominate yourself as a parent governor, please check that you are eligible under these regulations. 

Q: What mandatory checks are required for parent governors? 
A: All governors are required to undergo a DBS (Disclosure and Barring Service) check formally known as a Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) check and a Section 128 check before confirmation in role. 

Q: What form will the election take if there are multiple nominations? 
A: Parents and carers of each child will receive a ballot with details of the candidates. The text that the candidate included on their Nomination Form will assist parents in choosing their preference. 

Q: Should I consider becoming a parent governor to support my own child? 
A: Parent governors are there to represent all parents and carers. It is important to keep separate the interests of your child from your role as a parent governor. A serious conflict of interest would arise if an individual used the position to influence the school’s actions to the benefit of their child.
